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The first edition of the educational program was put into effect in 2018. The following changes were
taken into account in subsequent editions:

The 2021 EP was updated in accordance with the Standard of Higher Education of Ukraine in the
field of knowledge 05 "Social and Behavioral Sciences", specialty 054 "Sociology" (bachelor's level of
higher education), which was approved and put into effect by the Order of the Ministry of Education
and Science of Ukraine dated March 4, 2020 No. 371. Accordingly, general competencies, special
(professional, subject) competencies, and program learning outcomes were brought into the
Standard. The focus of the EP on the acquisition of updated integral competence by higher education
applicants has changed. Also, the EP has added competencies and learning outcomes that
characterize its uniqueness and features - innovative practices in regulating and resolving social
conflicts, peacemaking mechanisms taking into account the existing socio-political dynamics of
Ukraine and the world, theory and practice of mediation. At the suggestion of the Sectoral Expert
Council of the National Agency for Quality Assurance of Higher Education, the mandatory educational
components "Family Mediation" and "Industrial Practice" were added.

In the 2022 EP, a new mandatory educational component "Sociology and Psychology of Crises and
Conflicts" was added on the recommendation of experts of the Sectoral Expert Council of the
National Agency for Quality Assurance of Higher Education. The parameters of individual educational
components were also updated, in particular, the amount of credits was adjusted and the forms of
final certification were clarified in accordance with current regulatory requirements and the wishes of
stakeholders.

In the 2023 EP, the educational component "Information Law" was replaced by the updated
educational component "Conflict Resolution in the Information Sphere", adapted to the specifics of
the program and modern challenges of society. The volume of Industrial Practice was increased
(from 4 to 6 credits) in order to strengthen the practical training of applicants. Also, for individual
educational components, the semesters of teaching were changed, their volume was adjusted, and
the forms of final control were updated, taking into account the logic of the program and current
educational needs.

In the 2024 EP, further optimization of the semester distribution, the volume of credits, and forms
of control was carried out in order to increase the internal logic of the program and the practical
orientation of the training of applicants.

The educational program was one of the first in Ukraine to participate in the post-accreditation
monitoring of the National Agency for Higher Education and Higher Education in early 2024.

The 2025 EP introduced a mandatory component "Theoretical Training of Basic Combined Military
Training" (in accordance with the requirements of the Resolution of the Cabinet of Ministers of
Ukraine dated June 21, 2024 No. 734 "On Approval of the Procedure for Conducting Basic Combined
Military Training of Citizens of Ukraine Obtaining Higher Education and Police Officers"); for the
purpose of its implementation, 3K17 was added to the list of general competencies, and PH16 and
PH17 were added to the program learning outcomes, which are formed within the framework of this
discipline. The structure of language training for applicants was updated: the names, volumes and
semesters of studying foreign language disciplines were changed in accordance with the
requirements of the Order dated 04/25/2025 No. HO[0/262/25 “On planning and organization of the
educational process 2025/2026 academic year”.

The goal of the EP was updated in accordance with the Development Strategy of Igor Sikorsky Kyiv
Polytechnic Institute for 2025-2030. Semesters, the volume of educational components, and forms of
control for individual disciplines were also adjusted, taking into account the recommendations of
stakeholders.

The uniqueness of the program lies in
students acquiring professional knowledge and
skills in researching trends of social change and
modernization/demodernization in Ukrainian and
other societies in the context of global
dynamics. Knowledge of prevention, regulation,
and overcoming the consequences of conflicts
arises from this broader sociological view and is
based on the theoretical-methodological
foundation of historical macrosociology. A
multidisciplinary approach is utilized as a crucial
component in ending conflict and transitioning
to post-conflict settlement and further
management of reconstruction. The educational-
professional program envisages involving
leading representatives of the Ukrainian and
world sociological communities, specialists in
conflict study and resolution from Ukraine and
abroad, academic mobility programs with
leading global higher education institutions,
meetings with partner employers of the
sociology department, use of modern programs
for collecting, processing, and analyzing social
information at various stages of sociological
research, as well as sociological databases.
